Davidson County United Soccer Association Program Fee Policy

Upon acceptance for any DCUSA program, each player and his/her family are expected to make a commitment to the respective program for its duration. This commitment includes, but is not limited to:

􀂾 Filling a roster spot on a team for the entire year

􀂾 Participating in any non-team event

􀂾 Remitting all payments for any program as specified by DCUSA

There will be no refunds of payments made once a player has been accepted into a

program. Additionally, each family must pay all fees for the year regardless of circumstances that may arise limiting a player’s activity.

Any request for a special waiver of this policy based on extraordinary circumstances (for

example, season-ending injury) must be made in writing to the DCUSA Treasurer, who will bring before the full Board of Directors. The decision of the Board will be final.

Failure to remit fees and/or payments on a timely basis may result in player suspension from all DCUSA soccer activities until such fees or dues have been paid. 

DCUSA understands that financial circumstances may change during the year. If a family runs into difficulty paying scheduled fees, it is the responsibility of the  family to work out a viable payment schedule with the DCUSA or any agent acting on its behalf such as the team treasurer to satisfy the player’s obligations.

The payment schedule must be signed by the family and a designated DCUSA representative or Team Treasurer, with a copy forwarded to the DCUSA Treasurer.

At the checkpoint dates listed below, the following results will occur for anyone who is behind in their payments:

September 1:  Player will not be given his/her card and allowed to begin play in

applicable Fall season events or programs. This includes any fees for the fall/spring season or any back dues owed from previous year.

November 1: A player with a past due account will not be allowed to participate in the Fall State Cup.

January 1: Player with a past due account will not be allowed to participate in applicable Spring

season events or programs or Spring State cup.
May 1 : A Player with past due accounts will not be allowed to participate in Spring State Cups, DCUSA summer activities, or tryouts for any NCYSA sanctioned

club team.
